Kevin is inviting MAG members to join with SCOG members on an outing 
to commemorate the 40th Anniversary of the opening of Sydney's Eastern 
Suburbs Railway on 23rd June 1979, as SCOG takes a ride on Sydney’s 
newest railway, after a walk around Seconds Ponds Creek. 
Sydney’s Metro Northwest Skytrain, from Tallawaong to Epping Stations. 
 

Meeting place is Platform 18 at Central Station for a train at 9.36am  
for Schofield (on the Richmond line).  
Join the second car of the train.   We alight at Quakers Hill station at 
10.33am.           
A 7.5km walk [grading of walk is medium], will follow the parklands                              
surrounding Second Ponds Creek, which flows north to Cattai Creek,                        
and then into the Hawkesbury River, below Windsor.
